 Lesson Plan I

Introduction

Photobiography
Goal:  Students will learn the components/characteristics of photobiographies.

Objective 1:  Student will sort books into 3 categories:  Biography (B), Photobiography (P), Picture Book biography  (PB).

Objective 2:  Students will identify the characteristics of each category.

Materials: collection of biographies, photobiographies, and picture book biographies; post it notes; pencil; board; Elmo/projector

Procedure:  

1. Divide class into 3-6 groups.  

2. Give each group a collection of B, P, PB, but do not identify those as categories.

3. Instruct students to browse through books and sort them by identify common characteristics.

4. Use post it notes to identify characteristics in each group.

5. As a whole group share sorting outcomes and name categories (Biography, Photobiography, Picture Book Biography).

6. Inform students that they will be reading a P or PB biography for their next unit of study.

Lesson Plan II

Book Selection

Photobiography
Goal:  Students will select a Photobiography or Picture Book Biography to read and analyze.

Objective 1:  Students will learn and use strategies to read a Photobiography or Picture Book Biography.

Objective 2:  Students will learn and use strategies to take notes on the book.

Materials: 

· Collection of Biographies

· Photobiography, and Picture Book Biographies

· List of reading strategies

· Activating Prior Knowledge

· Determining Most Important Ideas, Themes

· Asking Questions

· Creating Visual and Other Sensory Images From Text During and After Reading

· Drawing Inferences from Text

· Retelling or Synthesizing What They Have Read

· Utilizing a Variety of Fix-Up Strategies to Repair Comprehension

· Note taking form (Snapshot of a Life)

· Elmo/projector

Procedure:  

7. From a preselected group of books, students select a Photobiography or Picture Book Biography to read.  

8. Once the book is selected, students will meet in a large group to discuss strategies for reading a photobiography and taking notes from the text.

9. Teacher will share a Photobiography, demonstrating reading strategies and modeling notetaking using ELMO.

10. Students given one week to read and take notes on their selected Photobiography.

Lesson Plan III

Book Review

Photobiography
Goal:  Students will create and post a book review evaluating their selected Photobiography or Picture Book Biography.

Objective 1:  Students will learn the components of a book review and use them to create a review on their selected Photobiography.

Materials:  

· Selected Photobiography or Picture Book Biography

· Computer with internet access, Projector

· Barnes & Noble website

· Guidelines for Writing Review (attached)

· Hard copy of review template from Barnes & Noble Site

Procedure:

1.  Access the Barnes & Noble website and display record for a selected 

     Photobiography

2. Discuss posted reviews

3. Identify components of Review

4. Distribute Review Template from website

5. Students create review for their selected book

Assessment:


1.  Student created book review evaluated using rubric

Guidelines for writing your Photobiography Review

Decide how many dots your book deserves out of 5.  You cannot give a half dot.

1 Poor book

2 Disappointing book

3 Okay, but not great book

4 Recommended book

5 Outstanding book

Write a Headline for your review.  It shouldn’t be just the title of your book.  Example:  for Rosa by Nikki Giovanni, your headline might be, “Taking a Seat for Justice.” 

Write a brief summary/review of the book.  Do not give away any crucial details of the plot, and do not give away the ending.

· Write what you liked and didn’t like about the book. 

· Comment on the use of photos or illustration to add to the text…did it make the biography more interesting or did it distract you?

· Other items to include in your review:  Is the book is a part of a series? Who would enjoy this book?  Is it similar to any other authors of books?  If so, which ones.

· Any other details you wish to include.

There is a spot to list titles you also enjoy.  These should relate to the book you reviewed either by author, subject, theme, or topic. THIS SECTION IS OPTIONAL!

Do not include your name anywhere in the review.
