Library Lesson Plan Title
Telling Time with The Grouchy Ladybug 


Abstract
Students “tell time” reading The Grouchy Ladybug, by Eric Carle using individual Judy Clocks.


Grade Band  
K-2


Estimated Lesson Time
30 min.

Standards
1st Grade -- Reading

1. Make predictions while reading and support predictions with information from the text or prior experience.

2. Answer literal, simple inferential and evaluative questions to demonstrate comprehension of grade-appropriate print texts and electronic and visual media.

3. Follow multiple-step directions. 

4. Recognize predictable patterns in stories and poems.

1st Grade – Math
1. Tell time to the hour and half hour on digital and analog (dial) timepieces.

2. Order a sequence of events with respect to time; e.g., summer, fall, winter and spring; morning, afternoon and night.



Overview
Read The Grouchy Ladybug, discuss the behavior of the animal characters and practice sequential ordering of time using analog clocks.


Student Objectives

Students will sequentially order time using an analog clock.

Students will show time to the hour, half hour and quarter hour.

Students will make predictions and support it using information from text.


Instructional Plan 
· Resources 
Judy Clocks (1 per student), large Judy Clock, The Grouchy Ladybug
· Preparation 
Gather additional books by Eric Carle 

· Instruction and Activities 
When reading, ask the students why the grouchy ladybug invites a fight but then flies off again and again?  (Evaluative thinking.) What does grouchy mean? Have students show “grouchy” dramatically (facial expressions.) How does it feel to be grouchy? Which character do you like better and why? Ask, “what are you noticing about the size of the animals?”  Ask the students to think about the functions of the various parts of the different animals (claws, beaks, tails, teeth, horn, etc.) and how they are used in the story?  Which animal is bigger, etc.? Have a leader student act as the “teacher” for the clock and all students check each other.  Use big book so all the students can see, if copy is available. 
From Theory to Practice

Although I did not create this lesson based on another’s lesson, I found plenty of teachers had the same idea as to how to build on this book, as I did.  This lesson was created because another teacher in a school where I taught had a class set of Judy Clocks and I knew my kids needed manipulatives.
