Lesson Plan Title
Dictionary Practice: Reviewing Parts of an Entry Using a Graphic Organizer 


Abstract
Students will review components of a dictionary entry (Part of Speech, Synonym, Antonym, Word Definition.)  Then using a dictionary, student will identify the parts, illustrate and use in a sentence, a word of their choice, using a graphic organizer.

Instructional Plan 
· Resources 
Students will need a copy of the graphic organizer and a student dictionary. 

· Preparation 
GRAPHIC ORGANIZER (one per student), GRAPHIC ORGANIZER ON TRANSPARENCY + OVERHEAD PROJECTOR.  CLASS SET OF STUDENT DICTIONARIES. CARD DECK (INDEX CARDS) WITH ENTRY WORDS.

· Instruction and Activities 
Ask students to think about what dictionaries provide to us?  List responses.  Project dictionary page.  Review terms: guide word and entry word (from previous lessons.)  Explain that today we will look closely at the entry itself.  Define entry (response up on board.) Project entry on overhead, labeling part of speech, pronunciation, synonym/antonym, definition, example sentences, etc.  Working in pairs, students choose word from a card deck. Using graphic organizer, ask students to label their words.
