Lesson:  The Mitten (Dramatization)

Library Media Skills Objectives:

· Dramatize stories
· Develop presentation skills

Resources:

The Mitten, by Jan Brett

The Mitten, by Alvin Tresselt

Balloons

Mitten character masks
Time: 15 to 30 minutes, varying
Activity:

Children will perform a dramatization of the Ukrainian folktale, The Mitten.  This lesson may be modified or extended to fit time library time periods.
Procedures:

· Read The Mitten by Alvin Tresselt.  Optional:  Use a balloon.  (Blow air into the balloon every time an animal crawls into the mitten.  Then let the balloon go.)  
· Then read Jan Brett’s version of the story, using masks from Jan Brett’s website.  Masks should be laminated and taped onto tongue depressors ahead of time. Balloon as mitten can also be used.  

· Asks for volunteer actors/actresses to perform. 

· Discuss similarities and differences between the two stories.  Optional:  Use a venn diagram to visual record answers.
