1.
On book selection day, you will check out books and collect a bookmark 
from Mrs. Cernanec.


On this bookmark you will write down the names of your books and how 
many 
pages are in the book.


Before you return your bookmark you must have your parents sign it for 
every book that you have read. You will return this bookmark when you 
return your books.  There will be a box labeled with your room number.  
The bookmarks should be 
placed in this box.

The following rooms will get credit for every 50 pages read: 

100, 103, 105,106,107, 108,109, 208, 209, 207 (seconds) and 210 (seconds)
The following rooms will get credit for every 100 pages read:

201, 202, 203, 205, 206, 211, 212, 207(thirds) and 210 (thirds)

Kindergarten students may have books read to them.

With teacher approval, you may return books and get new books, 
whenever you are finished with the ones that you have read.  You don’t 
have to wait for  the class book selection day.

There will be some fun things announced later, stay tuned!

6.
All readers will receive recognition for their efforts.  There will be 
something additional for the top readers in each grade level!

7.
There will be a large poster in the LRC and there will be graphs that 
will show how many books each class has read!  If each class reads 
50 books we will reach our goal!
