PROJECT READ 1,000 LRC BOOKS
Introduce project to students and staff

Letter home to parents

Bulletin board was made, encouraging students to participate, in the hall outside of the LRC

Created form for parents and students to record what books were read and how many pages were read.

Created graphs for displaying class totals in the LRC

Created a spreadsheet on which to keep track of individual records

Provided a ballot box for students to guess when the they would reach the 1,000 books mark.

Provided encouragement to all students when in the LRC.

Each week gave recognition to the top three readers for the week in each category K-2 and 3-5 on the morning announcements

Encouraged classroom teachers to bring their classes to the LRC for a “Read-In” 

Culminating events:

Read with a Book Buddy

Dress like a book character

Students names were read on the televised morning announcements :


The names of the two people that guessed the exact date of when we reached our goal


The students in K-2  who read over 800 pages the third quarter


The students in 3-5 who read over 1200 pages the third quarter


The student s who read more than 2,000 pages the third quarter


The top two readers in the school, for the third quarter, were announced. 


 The k-2 winner read 2,009 pages.  The 3-5 winner read 4,664 pages.

Certificates and bookmarks were given to each student that participated.

Special certificates were given to the classrooms that read the most books at each level

“Ribbons” were placed on the doors of the “winning” classrooms.  

Students in those classrooms were given similar “ribbons” to wear for the day.

Large poster from hall was moved into the LRC with the names of the individuals that were the top readers in their classroom.

Teachers dressed like book characters took part in the AM announcments!  A good time was had by all!
