d. Referral to other sources

e. Verifiability

f. Currency

g. How to distinguish propaganda, misinformation, and disinformation

4. Use of Information – organize the information:

a. Formal Outline

b. The Cornell Notetaking System

c. Graphical Organizer

d. Sort Notes/Cards

5. Synthesis – create a product

a. Draft

b. Revise

c. Edit

d. Bibliography – cite all works!
