Part I:  Introduction to WRA Catalog

The first thing we want to introduce you to is the WRA Online Catalog.

Who has used an online library catalog before? 

What is an online library catalog?  A computerized list of all the items available in the library 

What type of resources will you find in the library catalog?  

     (books, videos, music CDs, audiobooks & websites – these are unique to WRA)

Accessing the Catalog:
· Click on Internet Explorer 

· Go to www.wrainfo.net
· Select Library link
· Point out WRA Catalog Quick Link found on  several library webpages
· Click on Catalogs and Research Sources
· Click on Catalog
· Click on WRA Catalog
Search screen:  This is the search screen.  Notice the various ways that you can do a search.  Now let’s try doing some searches.  
Student Involvement
Give students handouts
· Icon/Dewey sheet

· Point out access instructions 

· Point out icons

· Exercise sheet

Have students search for ONE of the questions (give 3-4 minutes?)

From Library Homepage:   Review the items below quickly

· Quick Links Box – found on several library web pages – content varies
· Menu Items

· About the Library – Map and Loan Policies

· Publications – New Materials Lists

· Student Resources 

· Course Resources – under construction, but will eventually have resources for students to use for their classes

· Recommended Websites – websites related to specific courses

· Research Process

· Plagiarism video to find out more

· Noodlebib – database to help you make bibliographies

· Catalogs and Research Sources

· Already did catalog above

· Research databases

· First of all, what is an online database?  A structured or organized collection of information held in computer storage  
· Review list and groupings

· Annotated listing
