LIBRARY SERVICES AVAILABLE FOR CLASS RESEARCH
Working with you, the instructional librarians offer a variety of class instructional formats to meet your information needs.  Instructional units can be developed to include:
· Locating appropriate sources for your students’ information needs

· Introducing and demonstrating sources

· Selecting and recording of relevant information from sources

· Evaluating information retrieved from sources

Instructional Classes Available:  

1.  Introductory Instructional Session – Instructional librarian provides a brief introduction to possible   

     resources

· Instruction would take place in the library instructional classroom in the lower level of the library with the majority of the session devoted to students doing hands-on computer research

2.  In-depth Instructional Session – Instructional librarian provides an in-depth presentation of a particular resource/database  

· Instruction would take place in the library instructional classroom in the lower level of the library.  Time may be available for student hands-on computer research.

3.  Research Session – library staff available for questions/assistance

· Students spend the entire class period doing research in the public computer lab or the library instructional classroom with a library staff member available for assistance.  These sessions are usually follow-up sessions to an instructional session.

Other Class Options:

1.  Library Outreach - library staff creates instructional handouts/pathfinders

· Where class time for library instruction is limited, library staff members will create instructional handouts and/or pathfinders (lists of available resources) for students to use during their research
· Library staff can also pull books to put on reserve for student use throughout the research project

2.  Use of Library Facility Only – bringing class into library for individual/small group research  

· Students do individual or small group research throughout the library
