INTRODUCTION

The Ong Library has over 25 research databases.  These subscription databases allow you and your students to access: periodical articles, periodical indexes, reference books, images, practice exams, essays & primary resources.  A wide variety of disciplines are covered and several of the items are scholarly sources.  

This section will offer a brief overview of each database. 
ANNOTATED LIST OF ONG LIBRARY RESEARCH DATABASES:  This is an alphabetical listing of all the databases with current links on the library webpage.  

ONG LIBRARY RESEARCH DATABASES BY SUBJECT:  Use this list when you know what you need to find (i.e. journal article) but can’t recall the name of the database.  

REMOTE ACCESS ONG LIBRARY RESEARCH DATABASE:  When you are off-campus and you want to access the Ong Library’s databases, you will need usernames and passwords. 

EBSCOhost RESEARCH DATABASES:  EBSCOhost contains periodical articles and is one of the library’s most popular databases.  This database interfaces with 22 smaller databases.
JSTOR – DISCIPLINES/SUBJECT AREAS:  JSTOR is a full-text scholarly journal archive, which covers several subject areas.
