INTRODUCTION
The Ong Library is proud to offer a wide variety of research databases to meet a variety of information needs.  Whether looking for reference books, journals, magazines, newspapers, or images, there is very likely a research database that will meet your needs.

Included in this section of your notebook are instructions for accessing the most often used databases:
EBSCOhost Database Instructions:  EBSCOhost is a collection of databases with access to reference, journal, magazine, and newspaper articles.  Access and printing instructions are included.

JSTOR – The Scholarly Journal Archive Database Instructions:  JSTOR is a database containing SCHOLARLY JOURNALS only.  The archive’s articles are approximately 3-5 years old continuing back to the first issue of the journal.  Access and printing instructions are included.  
ProQuest Historical Newspapers Database Instructions:  This database provides access to full-text historical articles from The New York Times, The Washington Post, The Christian Science Monitor, and the Los Angeles Times from 1851-2001.  Access and printing instructions are included.
