PR Quick Tip #33 – Practical Applications of Web 2.0 for the Library
 

We know you’ve heard about Web 2.0.  You probably even know a definition for Web 2.0, “Internet users are now content providers rather then content receivers” (Mills 4).  Maybe you have even heard of some of the Web 2.0 ‘tools’:  blogs, wikis, streaming media, social networking, tagging, etc.  With all that said, are you using Web 2.0 applications in your library?
