Summary of Senior Seminar Student Survey
91 students responded and returned the Senior Sem Survey.

General Information Highlights:

1) A majority of students (70%) indicated that they use the library for studying.

2) 81% of students use the library sometimes or frequently.

3) Confusion remains about what items are available in the online WRA Catalog:

· Over half of the students (56%) thought Ebscohost was available through the online catalog (it is not)
· 62% thought that periodical articles were also available through the catalog (they are not)
4) Nearly half of the students (47%) indicated they had done research on 5 or more projects here at Reserve.
5) 16% of students did not know we have online research databases before this project started.
Items Related to Senior Seminar Research Paper:

1) Nearly 2/3 of students (65%) found books for their topic in the Ong Library.

2) 95% of students found useful information in our library’s online research databases
3) Nearly all students (97%) found useful information in EbscoHost and 78% found useful information in JSTOR.  These were the two research databases primarily used.

4) Nearly ¾ of students (73%) used Noodlebib.  Thus 27% of students did not use it to make their bibliography.

5) Half of the students (50%) indicated they found MOST of their information at Kent.  30% indicated they found half of their information at Kent and half at our library.  Only 13% found most of their information at WRA.

6) 41% of students felt they were well prepared for this project.  Another 46% said they were fairly comfortable approaching this project, but needed and received additional guidance.

7) 13% said they needed more guidance through the process.
8) All students (100%) indicated they now feel more confident working in any library setting.
9) The five top areas that students indicated they needed more help with:

· Help locating journal or magazine articles:  32%

· Help revising the paper:  30%

· Help choosing a topic:  27%

· Guidance with the writing process:  24%

· Help evaluating resources on the Internet:  23%

10) 80% of students felt this research project was a valuable learning experience.
